CHILI COOK-OFF RULES AND REGULATIONS 
BASIC CHILI RULES 
     A. Each team must cook  a minimum of 2 gallons of chili 
     B. Food preparation can begin at 2:00 p.m. (with chili available for tasting at 5:15 p.m.) 
     C. Be cooked on site the day of the cookoff.  
     D. Be prepared from scratch.  "Scratch" is defined as starting with any type of raw meat. No 
 marinating is allowed. Commercial chili powder is permissible, but complete commercial 
 chili mixes just add meat" mixes that contain pre-measured spices) are NOT permitted.  
     E. Contain no fillers (macaroni, rice, hominy, etc.) ONLY UNSEASONED beans may be used 
     F. Be prepared in as sanitary a manner as possible.  
     G. Cooking conditions are subject to inspection

CHILI COOK-OFF RULES AND REGULATIONS cont. 
 

True chili is defined as any kind of meat, or combination of meats, cooked with chili pep-
pers, various other spices, and other ingredients  

Chili should LOOK GOOD, SMELL GOOD AND TASTE GOOD! Chili will be blind judged on the 
following criteria: AROMA – Chili should smell appetizing CONSISTENCY – Chili should be a 
smooth combination of meat and gravy COLOR – Chili should look good TASTE – Above all 
else, chili should taste good!  AFTERTASTE – Chili should have a pleasant taste after swallow-
ing.

¶   Spiciest Chili 

¶   Most Savory Chili 

¶   Best Overall Chili 

¶   Most Creative Concoction 

 

ADDITIONAL GUIDELINES 
 

¶  You are allowed to decorate your “space” if you choose 
¶  Each team’s chili will be judged by a group of 5 judges and also by the attendees who 
¶  will be voting for their favorite for the ñPeopleôs Choiceò Award.  Chili needs to be ready 
 for tasting by 5:15 p.m. 
¶  Each team will be assigned a contestant’s number and a container in which their chili will 
 be collected at the time of the official judging 
¶  Each team is responsible to have the following:

  * Extension cord with multiple receptacles 

  * Source of heat (ie. Crockpot, electric countertop burner, cooking stove w/ fuel) 

  * Cooking utensils 

  * Cutting board 

  * Knives  

  * Paper Towels 

  * Can opener 

  * Serving spoon, ladle 

  * Container for leftovers 

  * Cooler for your food products, pop and water only.  Alcoholic beverages must be 

   purchased at the bar at Exline Sportsman Club
